Market Access

Salmon Arm is conveniently located halfway between B.C and Alberta’s
metropolitan centres, Vancouver and Calgary (5 - 6 hours). In addition, Salmon
Arm is within a one and a half-hour drive of two of the Thompson Okanagan'’s
larger centres, Kamloops and Kelowna. The Federal Government and Province of
British Columbia have committed a substantial amount of funding to improve
highways throughout BC over the next few years.

Kelowna is a short 1.5-hour drive away and offers an international airport
providing non-stop flights to Seattle and numerous cities in Canada and Mexico.
2009 is yet another year of expansion at Kelowna International Airport as they
expand their international arrivals capacity to meet new international demand.
In total 1.390 million passengers used the airport in 2008.
